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The purpose of the Annual General Meeting and Conference of the Pakistan Society of Development Economists (PSDE) is to provide 
a forum where leading professional economists, other social scientists, and policy-makers can exchange ideas on the vital economic and social 
issues facing Pakistan. With the passage of time, the philosophy of development has undergone a profound change. There is now, as never before, 
an increasing awareness of the complexities involved in the development process which has engendered a greater sense of realism.

In Pakistan's development experience, a number of problems typically confronting developing countries in their progress towards a self- 
reliant economy have been tackled. These problems are complex and multi-dimensional in nature. High rates of population growth, uneven 
distribution of income, rising levels of poverty, low literacy rates, poor health facilities, relatively low savings rates, large internal and external 
deficits, and inadequate physical infrastructure for energy generation and communications threaten to nullify the modest economic gains made 
here, as in many other developing countries. Despite these problems, the development process in Pakistan has progressed reasonably well, 
although not without encountering difficulties.

The Annual General Meeting and Conference of the Society is also an occasion for stock taking of the work done, al PIDE and elsewhere, 
on various socio-economic problems of Pakistan as well as for suggesting new initiatives for further research. These Meetings provide for the 
much-needed communication amongst the economics profession, policy-makers, and various schools of interested observers of the ongoing debate 
concerning development-related issues. Pakistan currently faces the twin challenge of rapid growth that is equitable in nature as well as broad­
based in approach so as to reduce poverty, which has become central to its macro-economic framework and requires pro poor growth policies. 
Therefore, the (heme of this year's conference is “Institutional Change, Growth, and Poverty”.

The Nineteenth Annual General Meeting, being held on January 13-15, 2004, will address such important topics as agricultural issues, 
productivity and employment, demographic and health issues, information technology and e-governance, institutional change and devolution, gender 
and poverty nexus, foreign capital inflow, savings and investment, financial markets, Madr-c-Millat and women's awakening, debt and public 
expenditure, environment and growth, institutional strengthening and poverty reduction, income distribution and economic growth, human 
development, growth and poverty, trade, industry, and employment, and monetary and fiscal policy. A highlight of this year's Conference is the 
Inaugural Address by Mr Shaukat Aziz, Federal Minister of Finance and Revenue. The Quaid-i-Azam Memorial Lecture, being delivered by Dr Hafiz 
A. Pasha of the UNDP, is titled “Pro-poor Policies: The Asian Experience”. The Iqbal Memorial Lecture, by Dr Sadiq Ahmed of the World Bank, 
will be on "Budgetary Reforms for Growth and Poverty Reduction in Pakistan”. The Mahbub ul Haq Memorial Lecture, by Dr Montek S. Ahluwalia 
of the IMF, is titled “Growth and Poverty: Some Lessons”. The Omar Asghar Khan Memorial Lecture, by Dr Rashid Amjad of the ILO, is titled 
"Solving Pakistan’s Poverty Puzzle: Whom Should We Believe? What Should We Do?”. Three Distinguished Lectures, on “Openness, Institutions, 
and Policies: Determinants of Globalisation and Growth in Developing Countries”, “Pro-poor Growth: Concepts and Measurement”, and “Redressing 
the Rural-Urban Imbalance", will be delivered by Professor Rolf Kappel of the Federal Institute of Technology (ETH), Zurich, Switzerland. Professor 
Nanak Kakwani of the University of New South Wales, Australia, and Professor T. Scarlett Epstein of the University of Sussex, United Kingdom, 
respectively. A presentation on "Politically Owned Institutional Revival.” by Mr Daniyal Aziz of the National Reconstruction Bureau. Pakistan, will 
be a special feature of this conference.
